As a not-for-profit organization, The Kent Film Festival operates with a blend of fixed
staff and volunteers, utilizing both public and private spaces on a budget depending not
only on festival revenue generated by ticket sales, but the necessary continued support of
individual, private, and corporate donations of local, regional, and national sources alike.

Building upon that formula, founders envision a future week long festival housed in a
cultural film center featuring a production facility, film school, and independent theater
in which the best of independent, documentary and world cinema will be presented year-
round, as well as educational workshops where aspiring filmmakers can develop their
craft.
